| soul destroying problem” of littering have been “utterly useless.”
Paxman, an outspoken TV news personality and a patron of Clean Up
Britain, criticized the ministry (Defra) and its partners as too timid in their

dealing with “the filthy state of the nation”. In a
statement, Defra pointed to its “Keep It, Bin It”
campaign strategy, bag fees, fines and the planned
deposit-return on beverage bottles. But Paxman
alleges the ministry provided “a slogan or two and
some commercials. Then it turned over and went
again to sleep.” Paxman proposes that gum and
tobacco companies should be made to pay for a
national campaign to change littering behaviours.
